1. Scope of Work

2. Materials and Equipment

3. Payment Terms

4. Schedule and Completion

5. Permits and Approvals

6. Warranty
Service Provider warrants that the Work will be free from defects in workmanship for a period of _______ months from the completion date.
This warranty does not cover damages caused by misuse, neglect, acts of God, or normal wear and tear.
Service Provider’s sole obligation under this warranty shall be to repair or replace defective work at no cost to Client.

7. Insurance and Liability

Client agrees to hold Service Provider harmless from any claims arising from Client’s failure to disclose known hazards or provide safe access to the worksite.

8. Indemnification
Each party agrees to indemnify, defend, and hold harmless the other party, its agents and employees, from any claims, damages, losses, and expenses arising out of or resulting from the performance of its obligations under this Agreement, except to the extent caused by the other party’s gross negligence or willful misconduct.

9. Termination
Either party may terminate this Agreement upon written notice if the other party materially breaches any term of this Agreement and fails to cure such breach within _______ days after receipt of written notice.
Upon termination, Client shall pay for all Work performed and materials procured up to the termination date.

10. Dispute Resolution
In the event of any dispute arising under this Agreement, the parties agree to first attempt to resolve the matter through good faith negotiations.
If unresolved, disputes shall be submitted to binding arbitration in accordance with the rules of the American Arbitration Association.
The arbitration shall take place in the county and state where the property is located.

11. Entire Agreement
This Agreement constitutes the entire agreement between the parties and supersedes all prior negotiations, representations, or agreements, whether written or oral.
Any modifications must be in writing and signed by both parties.

12. Governing Law
This Agreement shall be governed by and construed in accordance with the laws of the State in which the property is located, without regard to conflicts of law principles.

13. Notices
All notices required or permitted under this Agreement shall be in writing and delivered personally, by certified mail, or by recognized overnight courier to the addresses provided above.

14. Independent Contractor
Service Provider is an independent contractor and nothing in this Agreement shall be deemed to create an employer-employee, partnership, or joint venture relationship.

15. Severability
If any provision of this Agreement is held invalid or unenforceable, the remaining provisions shall continue in full force and effect.
